Hindi-1

This course focuses on the four aspects of the language: comprehension, speaking, reading and writing the alphabets.  By the end of the course, the students are expected to read and write two or three letter words without matras.

Hindi-3

A greater emphasis is placed on speaking and comprehension through a higher level of reading and writing.  By the end of the course, the students are expected to build and understand complex sentences.

Hindi-4

This course emphasizes on the grammar of the Hindi language.  Specifically students learn Varn (alphabet classification), Sangya (noun), Ling (gender), Vachan (Number), Sarvnaam (Pronoun), Visheshan (adjective), and Kriya and punctuation marks.  Muhavare (idioms) are taught along with essay writing and letter writing.
